   Every once in a while, the news media will 

“hype” a story that tends to disparage the Bible, or in 
some way undermine its credibility. It is interesting 
that when a discovery is made that tends to confirm 
Biblical statements, the “hype” is generally missing! 

A couple of weeks ago a discovery was dis-
closed to the public regarding an archaeological 
“find” in the Elah Valley to the south of Jerusalem. 
(This valley is familiar to students of the Bible, for it 
was here that David slew the Philistine giant, Goli-
ath.) The discovery of a small piece of broken pottery 
containing an ancient script was made in the summer 
of 2008 during excavations carried out under the di-
rection of Yosef Garfinkel of Hebrew University. It 
has taken some time for the writing to be identified 
and translated, but finally it has been identified as a 
proto-Canaanite script of a Hebrew text, and has 
been dated to the 10th century B.C., during the time 
David ruled as king. 

The significance of this discovery is related to 
the “modern” view of Israel’s beginnings and the time 
the Bible was written. Those who do not believe the 
Biblical account believe instead that Israel did not 
become a nation until much later than the time of 
David. They also do not believe that Biblical docu-
ments could have been written as early as the Bible 
claims. For example, many times in Exodus-
Deuteronomy, Moses is said to have written various

documents. David is said to have written many of the 
psalms, etc. Many scholars have forcefully denied 
these statements, claiming that writing in Israel did not 
originate until much later. 

Though the writing is not a part of the Biblical 
text, the discovery of this sample of writing dating 
back to the time of David confirms that writing in the 
Hebrew language is older than many of these schol-
ars believed. 

While archaeology cannot confirm the inspira-
tion of the Scriptures, it often does confirm the accu-
racy of Biblical statements.

     When People Refuse To Apologize  
 
 You will never get that from them!” The words of a friend who was discussing a situation I encountered 
where someone honestly wronged me. "They won't say sorry, guaranteed.” Sad commentary about people who re-
fuse to say sorry. Its funny, hut how many disputes in families, churches, businesses, governments--could he dif-
fused by two simple words, “I'm sorry."  
 Sometimes I'm the guy who doesn't say sorry. I stand my ground against my wife, insisting I'm right. And 
my rightness continues to do damage to our relationship. And at the end of it all, a little voice whispers and says, 
“Was that really worth it?" There are even sometimes when you could legitimately say that you did nothing wrong. 
And yet to win back a friend, you stand up and say, "Look., I'm really sorry. Can we move on?"  
 The problem is that we live in a culture that says, Don't say sorry." We think apologies are lame, that they 
weaken us.

 What do you do when someone won't say sorry? What did Jesus do? There may never be a day when that 
person steps forward and admits their wrong and asks for your forgiveness. Don't let it embitter you. Move on, and 
cast your burden to the Lord. Live on Higher Ground, and pray that God will extend the same grace to your perpe-
trator that you wish Him to extend to you. Resolve to he a person of humility, who steps forward and says without 
reservation, when necessary, "I'm sorry."
