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  In his book How to Talk Well, James Bender tells a story about a farmer 
who grew award winning corn. Each year he entered his corn in the state fair 
where it won a blue ribbon. One year a newspaper reporter interviewed him and 
learned something interesting about how he grew the corn. The reporter discovered 
that the farmer shared his seed corn with his neighbors.  

  "How can you afford to share your best seed corn with your neighbors 
when they are entering corn in competition with yours each year?" the reporter 
asked.  

  "Why sir," said the farmer, "didn't you know that the wind picks up pollen 
from the ripening corn and swirls it from field to field?  If my neighbors grow infe-
rior corn, cross pollination will steadily degrade the quality of my corn. If I am to 
grow good corn, I must help my neighbors grow good corn."  

  Here was a man who understood life and how we are all connected. His 
corn couldn't improve unless his neighbor's corn also improved. So it is with our 
lives. Those who choose to live well must help neighbors live well. He who wants 
to be helped must help others. Those who desire to live a good life must help oth-
ers lead a good life. The measure of our lives is measured on how well we help 
others around us.  

  The lesson from the farmer is that if we are to grow good corn, we must 
help our neighbors grow good corn. The lesson for our lives is that if we want to 
be blessed by God and by people around us, we must bless them as well.

From Me To You…  
 
          Where’s The Hope? The Way Out of Depression 
     This is a common statement from people who battle depression. Past mistakes, current troubles and concerns about the future 
add up to making their life difficult. The same can be said for the one in five teens that suffers from some type of depression...life 
is hard. However, with a focus on the teachings found in the Bible, you can change your perspective on life being hard...and re-
joice in the trials life offers. 
     Jesus was straightforward in His teaching. Jesus clearly said that if we are to stay on the narrow path, the only path that leads to 
Heaven, then our life on this earth will have some difficulties. In other words, life is hard if you’re a Christian. 
     Does the knowledge that life can be hard, even for good people, automatically cure someone of depression? Of course not. But 
armed with that knowledge, the person can change the perspective on life and its trials. 
     In fact, with a little “Biblical math” we can see an equation that shows how the trials of life, which so often lead to depression, 
are really the things that strengthen us and give us hope. In Romans 5:3-4 Paul wrote, “We rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that 
suffering produces endurance, and endurance produces character, and character produces hope.” Here’s the mathematical equa-
tion…      Suffering + Christ = Endurance;    Endurance + Christ = Character;    Character + Christ = Hope 
Hope! That’s the one thing many depressed people lack and so desperately seek. Through the Scriptures we find that it is our tri-
als—the things that make life hard—that are the foundation for the building of our hope. Through our trials, if we turn our troubles 
over to Christ, we will develop endurance. 
     If you are depressed, it may seem so overwhelming that even God can’t handle it. Depression can have a crippling effect on 
your life. However, rest assured that God can handle anything, no matter how difficult. Pray about it. Seek help from your parents, 
your preacher or an adult you trust. Focus on knowledge that a Christian life is one that can be hard, but it is also one that brings 
hope!
