From Me To You...
One Month to Live

What would you do if you knew you only had 30 days to live? It sounds like I'm predicting a crazy terrorist at-
tack, but I'm not. Actually, the concept came from a book written by Kerry & Chris Shook called One Month to Live:
Thirty Days to a No-Regrets Life. Although | have not read the book, I like the sound of the concept.

If this was your last month on this side of the dirt, how would it be different? Imagine the conversations you
would have. Imagine the habits you would change. Imagine the things you would finally do that you never had
done. How would you interact with your family? How would you treat your friends? How would you spend the very
precious 2,592,000 breaths you had left?

Most of us would undoubtedly be living very different. While somewhat gimmicky, it is not a bad exercise in-
tended to get us to assess and change our day-to-day behaviors. If we were to do this, we might begin to live more
like we were intended to. Jesus, in His lesson on the mountain, put it like this: “Life is more than food, and the body
more than clothes. Consider the ravens: They do not sow or reap, they have no storeroom or barn; yet God feeds
them. And how much more valuable you are than birds! Who of you by worrying can add a single hour to his life?
Since you cannot do this very little thing, why do you worry about the rest?”

Jesus wasn’t condemning clothing and food. He knew we needed them. He challenged his disciples not to get
caught up in the mundane activities of life. We must learn to live by faith and trust God to provide, so that we may
get about doing the really important stuff like serving our Father and tending to His children.

Life is short. Live each moment like it was your last—It just may be!
