ELIMINATING HABITS

Some medications carry a warning: Caution: May Be
Habit Forming!  Since humans are often described as
“creatures of habit,” we need to be concerned about the
habits we already have, and to avoid adding yet more hab-
its! We should also be concerned about eliminating habits
that are not good for us. But, how do we decide if a habit
should be eliminated? Consider the following criteria:

If a habit:

Does not build up, but tears down your physical frame;
Does not increase, but depletes your financial strength;

Does not add to, but detracts from the beauty of your
personality;

Does not enhance, but detracts from the power of your
presence;

Does not commend, but reflects on “the worthy Name
by which you are called;”

Sets an example you are unwilling for a child to follow;

Or takes hard-earned money away from the necessities
and wastes it on frivolities,

Then it is time to eliminate that habit!
