Deception is subtle, and is one of Satan’s most eff

tive weapons!

A great many people think there is no harm in what
they ignorantly call “little sins.” But, even if there are such
things as “little sins,” we need to be aware that they are
extremely dangerous. Consider the following:

A relatively little stone, slung by a “lad,” killed a giant.
A little leak can eventually sink an ocean liner.
A little bite from a little spider can kill a big man.

A little virus can spawn a nation-wide epidemic.

A little flaw in a little O-ring seal brought down the
space shuttle, Challenger.

Those sins that are called "little” can have serious con-
sequences. They can harden our hearts to the exhorta-
tions of Scripture, and blind us to the consequences we
suffer as a result of our practice of them. Most impor-
tantly, they can cause us to miss eternal life!
