Would He have referred to these events as if they were real 
events while all the time knowing they were myths? Surely not! That 
would be dishonest.

To The Old Oak Tree 
    I have to admit that it does sadden me to write about this, but I often use current news or situations for my thoughts.  Most of you 
are already aware that we lost our old oak tree located in front of the building to lighting last week.  It looks so bare and unnatural 
without it.  You might want to do your own counting, but my count came up with the tree being at least 150 years old.  Do the math on 
that.  It would have started somewhere around the beginning of the Civil War.  Pretty amazing!  I know that several of us would have 
a memory about that tree.  Marcella just told me one about Herb Ray pouring cement into a hole to help save it several years back.  
Looking at the rings told me much about the life.  Droughts, wet years, and fire.   
    The idea of the strong oak tree has some lessons for us spiritually I believe.  Giant oak tree have branches that spread out over 
hundreds of feet in all different directions. They are huge, substantial, and heavy masses weighing thousands of pounds. I’ve often 
been amazed and wondered how those branches don’t just snap right off! But all the branches of the tree are supported by one foun-
dation – one trunk, one root system. While the tree’s root system is unseen and sometimes unappreciated, the proof that it exists 
can’t be denied. In fact, it’s been said that a tree’s root system grows out two to three times wider and deeper than the height of the 
tree itself.  The deeper the roots go, the more the tree can grow up and out, spread and mature. Order of growth is important as well. 
Roots must grow first because the branches of the tree can’t grow until the roots can support and sustain them.  
    The spiritual comparison we can draw to this idea from the oak tree is undeniable.  As I’m nourished by God, I can naturally branch 
out and bloom beautifully, even during times of drought and fire. I’m convinced that with our spiritual understanding, (our roots grows 
deeper), we are better able to see how we fit into God’s awesome design. Then, we can’t help but have amazingly beautiful 
branches—proof of God’s love and protection—strong, outstretching, and supported by a firm foundation. And, like the oak tree, we 
don’t stop growing in our thirst for spirituality. “Roots” seek water, and become deeper, more established.
