 The Church Aisle:  Lonnie Jones 
     There are moments that change you. Maybe not change but touch. That’s better. There are moments that touch you. We are told what the mile-
stone moments are. Graduations, weddings, the birth of your own children, certain birthdays are all purported to fit into those defining events. I 
have several of those in my file. It seems however that many of my moments involve the aisle that runs down the center of a church building.   I 
remember walking down that aisle. I remember when my best friend in the 6th grade walked down that aisle. I cried openly when my grandparents 
walked down that same aisle. I remember following coffins down that aisle. I remember seeing my wife Jacque walk down that aisle, towards me. I 
remember at age 26 when an Elder of the church walked down that aisle in response to something we’d studied in the word of God. I am touched, 
humbled and scared when I see anyone walking down the aisle after any lesson.  I always feel so uncomfortable, humble and glad at the same 
time.  I remember walking out of buildings using that aisle to exit…and it being the last time.   
    Just when I thought I’d run out of aisles to remember I saw Shayne Wallis walk past me in the Velvet Ridge Church of Christ.   You’ve got to 
understand that seeing Shayne in the Velvet Ridge Church of Christ is not really a big deal. I’ve seen Shayne there hundreds of times.  I’ve known 
Shayne since he was fourteen or younger. We go all the way back to 1981. He is my wife’s brother. He is my other brother. I’ve seen him climb, 
rappel, play football, basketball and golf. I’ve heard him preach.  I did my first team building project with his basketball team at Lakewood gym. He 
helped me get started running. We’ve wrestled, shot pool, and played doubles ping pong by ourselves using both hands.  But when he walked 
down that aisle carrying that little baby boy it was just something I wasn’t prepared for.  I was already seated. Services had begun. This broad 
shouldered young man walked past us with his wife. As he sat down he placed the carrier down between and looked at Eli Vance Wallis. He had 
hints of that famous Shayne Wallis trademark grin; but this look was way different. There was pride. There was honor. Maybe a little fear. But it was 
a look that said this is my son. After church I looked for the mischievous young boy from Velvet Ridge , Arkansas. I couldn’t find him. He was there 
just a short time ago. I did see a man there. He looked very familiar. It was him, his wife and their brand new son. They were surrounded by folks 
who knew the boy that I knew…they were standing there in an aisle that ran down the center of the church.
