           It is hard to believe that the time for our WEDNES-

             Unscriptural Changes  
        As I was reading Jeremiah 6: 15: "Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? Nay, they were not at all 
ashamed, neither could they blush: Therefore, they shall fall among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down, 
saith the Lord". I began thinking of the unscriptural changes that have taken place over the past few years in our society, as well as in 
the Church. The break down in the moral fiber of our nation, and the rejection of "Traditional American family values" is taking its toll 
on society as well as members of the church. Christians are allowing the same liberal attitude and permissiveness that is out in the 
world, to enter their everyday thinking and living. After being bombarded almost every day by the news media, the entertainment in-
dustry and the liberal courts, is easy to see how Christians tend to compromise with the world on moral issues such as abortion, homo-
sexuality, divorce and remarriage, gambling, the lottery and the way we dress.  
        When we relax our doctrinal convictions, the temptation is strong to conform to the world, which leads to the weakening of our 
views and behavior with regards to moral issues. We are told every day by the news media and through the printed paper that we should 
be "Open Minded" on matters of morality. This line of thinking has led to widespread watering down of doctrinal convictions within the 
church by those seeking change. As society changes to the more liberal way of life, Christians must refrain from joining the world in 
their liberal moral thinking. May each of us as Christians, "stand up and be counted" to please God and to pattern our moral behavior 
after His instruction. We must not try to change Bible teaching in order to accommodate the moral thinking of society.  
       "Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against the soul" (I Peter 2:11)

     The word friend can be a light and casual thing as when 
Sydney Smith uttered the line, "Madam, I have been look-
ing for a person who disliked gravy all my life; let us swear 
eternal friendship." But it can also be a strong and robust 
word as in Deuteronomy 13:6, "Your friend who is as your 
own soul."  
     I felt the depth of the word friend as I watched an inter-
view on television of a woman whose life had spanned the 
entire 20th Century. After recounting the historical events 
of one hundred years, she was asked about the greatest sor-
rows she had known. Without hesitation she replied, "The 
deaths of my five children ... and the loss of my friends. " 
As she uttered the words, I could see the grief etched in her 
face. As one who has lived long enough to lose close 
friends, she did not need to elaborate for my sake.  
     Ralph Waldo Emerson speaks of how everyone searches 
for friends. Intuitively we seem to understand how precious 
they are. And his comment,  "A friend may well be reck-
oned the masterpiece of nature," seems right on target.  
     Friendship means confidence, trusting, sharing, respect-
ing, helping and loving— especially loving. "A friend loves 
at all times." David Atkinson puts it well: "There is a lib-
erty, an intimacy, a mysteriously transcendent and loving 
quality to friendship." And then he adds, "It is most often in 
friendship relationships to others that we discover who we 
are in ourselves."  
     As the years pass by, I have come to appreciate how 
wonderful it really was when Jesus turned to his disciples 
and said, “have called you friends. "  
     Question: Can He call me friend? I don't really have to 
wonder. The answer is given in John 15:14

Build Up Your Walls

       Hidden against the backdrop of her bedroom closet, a teenage girl puts on a provocative dress, grabs her digital camera and up-
loads some “sexy” pictures to tease the boys in her class. No worries—she’s using the Facebook page her parents don’t know about. 
Across town a young man looks around the room and places a joint to his lips.  The first chemicals hit his body,  and he feels an in-
credible sense of relaxation.  In a very short time he finishes the entire smoke.  It’s no big deal—it’s not like he’s addicted. 
       Three miles away a young man finds himself alone in the house with his girlfriend.  He has  pledged to himself and his parents 
that he will remain pure until marriage—but he finds reasons to get closer to her and justifies his actions—because after all, they will 
probably get married. Besides, he loves this girl. Twenty-four hours later all of these individuals will gather together for a youth de-
votional— and each one will pretend that life is great and that they are perfectly good in the eyes of God. 
       Take a look around at your classmates. Chances are you know many of their “warts” and “moles.” You probably know of indi-
viduals who lie, cheat or engage in immoral behaviors. It is easy to “look down” on others for bad behavior. But what happens when 
we turn the magnifying glass on ourselves. What “warts” and “moles” are we hiding?  Can you honestly say that you possess self-
control against temptations?  Self-control is a characteristic Christians must embrace.  God loves humans so much that He created us 
with free will. That free will means we must harness our actions against temptations. Take an honest evaluation of your life and ask, 
“How well do I control the free will God has entrusted me with?” Everyone is tempted.  Let me repeat that to make sure it sinks in.         
Everyone—from your friends and parents to your teacher and preacher—is tempted. The difference is oftentimes how we deal with 
that temptation. In I John 2:16 we read of temptations like the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes and the pride of life.  The Bible 
says these are not of the Father but of the world. How well do you protect yourself against such temptations?   Do you have self-
control? The Proverbs writer observed,  “Whoever has no rule over his own spirit is like a city broken down, without 
walls” (Proverbs 25:29).  ——  Are you walking around without walls?  If so, the time has come to build a fortress — and protect 
yourself from a sinful life that will separate you from God.  Pray for strength to avoid temptations (Matthew 6:13; 26:41) and reflect 
on the fact that even though Jesus Christ was tempted, He modeled self-control.
