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From Me To You... Schooled ~ By Toby Levering

There once was a man called Belteshazzar. He was handsome, adept at many things, and very smart. Hspent his life
in a Godly family, and was very privileged —a part of the royalty of his country. He was taught God’s law his whole
life, and lived among people that also knew it by heart and did their best to live it. Though his co untry was far from
perfect, it was all Belteshazzar knew. One day that all changed. They did not know God, nor did they serve him. Yet,
they took all the treasures, the land, and even the people as slaves. Belteshazzar and three of higiends like him, were
selected because they were special. They were given new identities and for three years they were traned in the law,
language and literature of their new country until they were actually servants of the King. They ate from the King's
table and did his bidding. It was harder for Belteshazzar. Harder than anyone knew. He was essentially having to
learn life all over again. Everything he had been taught was now being questioned. The god of the new country was not
the God his father taught him about as a boy.

Because of his trust in God, Daniel
came out of the lions’ den stronger than before he went in. We have a host of students getting reay to go into the
lions’ den for nine months. They will be challenged in their faith. They will be challenged in their beliefs. And God,
though not served, will be continually questioned. Pray that they might stand firm and resolute. And , Lord willing,
that they will be stronger, more resolved and ready to walk by faith every day.
