                                          GOD'S PURPOSE FOR THE HOME 
   

  The “I will” and the “I do” does not make the marriage, or the home, any more than the Ten Commands made the nation 
of Israel.  It is the execution of the commitment that gives meaning to the  “I do” that calls for a lifetime of learning, sacri-
ficing chastising, admonishing, laughing at and with each other, submitting to, and loving together. Jesus said that the two 
shall become one. It is a do kind of relationship.  Apostle Paul said 1Corinthians 7:1-5  “Now concerning the things of 
which you wrote to me: It is good for a man not to touch a woman.
